3. A statement of any capital expenditures anticipated by the unit owners’ association within the current or succeeding two
fiscal years;

4. A statement, including the amount, of all assessments and any other fees or charges currently imposed by the unit owners’
association and association with the purchase, disposition, and maintenance of the condominium unit and the use of the
common elements;

5. A statement of the status and amount of any reserve or replacement fund and any portion of such fund earmarked for any
specified project by the board of directors;
