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In order to maintain the structural integrity, condition and appearance of the exterior
brick walls of residential units in Fairlington Village, the installation of any exterior
electrical outlets shall adhere to the following restrictions. These restrictions apply to any
exterior outlets that penetrate the exterior of residential buildings.

e One (1) exterior electrical outlet may be installed outside near the rear back or side
door of residential units.

e The electrical outlet must be GFCI (Ground Fault Circuit Interrupters) and be
weatherproof receptacles with hinged covers over the outlet(s).

e All work must be performed by a professional, licensed electrician in conformance
with Arlington County and Alexandria City Codes and with proper permits obtained.

e Exterior electrical outlets are to be installed no more than 18” above the ground or a
balcony floor on the exterior wall.

o Exterior electrical outlets may not be attached to balconies or fences.
e Housing should be made of electrical code materials.

e No external wiring or conduits may be used.
