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Two of the nine positions on the
Board of Directors will be open for
election at North Fairlington’s annual
meeting, March 26.

Directors representing Wards 3 and
5 will be up for three-year terms.
These positions are currently held by
Carmel Cassidy (Ward 3) and Anne
Gates (Ward 5). Ms. Gates was se-
lected this summer to fill the vacancy
created by the resignation of Victor
Morales. Ms. Cassidy is completing a
full term.
All candidates for the two Board

positions must own a unit in the As-
sociation and must reside in the ward
in which they are running. Candidates
must be current in their condominium
fee payments.

Interested homeowners should con-
tact a Board member or the manage-
ment office.

The annual meeting includes pre-
sentations by the Association’s au-
ditor, management agent, and presi-
dent reporting on finances and the
major events of the year. This year’s
annual meeting will also include a

special focus on North Fairlington’s
past 30 years.

Homeowners may raise questions
about Association policies and prac-
tices and comment on issues of con-
cern to the Association.

Homeowners of record will re-
ceive detailed information on the
meeting, including a ballot for di-
rector positions and a proxy form,
in late February. Again this year,
owners will be able to vote their
proxies online.

How To Run for the Board

Board of Directors candidates must file a candidacy
petition no later than Jan. 25 at 5:30 p.m. in the manage-
ment office. The petition must include:

* The name, address, and unit number of the potential
candidate (and mailing address if it differs from the ad-
dress of the Fairlington unit on which the candidate’s eli-
gibility rests).

* The Director position to which the potential candi-
date is seeking election.

* Signatures of at least 25 Fairlington Villages unit own-
ers, from any ward, who are current in the payment of
condominium fees. Unit owners may sign petitions for
more than one candidate for each position. Candidates
may leave their petitions at the management office to
obtain signatures.

Candidates may submit a statement by Jan. 25 that
will be included in the mailing to all unit owners eligible
to vote for that position. The statement should be sub-
mitted to the management office in a sealed envelope
labeled “Candidate Statement” with the name, address,
and unit number of the candidate. The statement is lim-
ited to one page, including the candidate’s name, address,
unit number, and the position sought.

Candidates may recommend up to two resident
homeowners (not current directors) for consideration by
the Board to serve on the 2008 election panel. The

recommendation must include the name and address of
the proposed election panel member and candidate.

Candidacy petitions will be reviewed to determine the
eligibility of the persons filing them and will be certified
by the Board at its monthly meeting Feb. 6.

The election process is governed by the laws of the
Commonwealth of Virginia, the Association By-Laws, and
the Fairlington Villages election rules. Homeowners may
obtain the election rules at the management office.

Members of the Board of Directors serve as volunteers.
They are prohibited by the By-Laws from receiving com-
pensation. The Board meets monthly.

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Board Approves Plan for Phase 3 of Hallway Renovations

At its December meeting, the
Board of Directors approved contracts
with Middledorf Property Services and
Carpet Designers, Inc., to carry out
phase 3 of the apartment hallway
renovation project.

Middledorf and Carpet Designers
were the primary contractors respon-
sible for completing phases 1 and 2 of
the hallway project, which began in
early 2007. Hallway renovations in
Wards 1, 2, and 4 are now largely com-
plete.

Board members and Management
have been well satisfied with work on
the hallway project to date. The con-
tractors have been flexible and respon-
sive, and have worked well with staff
to address any problems as they arise.
Feedback from residents has been
overwhelmingly positive, as well.

Phase 3 work, which includes the
hallways in Ward 5, will not begin until
fall 2008. By providing down payments
to both contractors now, the Associa-
tion will avoid projected increases in

the cost of most project materials, in-
cluding paint, wallpaper, carpeting,
tile, light fixtures, handrails, thresh-
olds, and moldings.

Both contractors will be able to
order materials ahead of time and
schedule work to begin promptly in
the fall. Both have agreed to absorb
the cost of material storage.

The installation of the carpeting,
tiles, and walk-off mats, including ma-
terials, will cost roughly $168,000,
while the actual renovation work for
phase 3, including painting,
wallcovering, chair rails, and lighting,
will cost $474,000. Later in the spring
the Board expects to approve a con-
tract for the installation of new mail-
boxes in Ward 5. The boxes them-
selves have already been purchased.

The hallway renovation project was
planned to span five years for budget
purposes. Phase 1 was completed in
FYO7 and the bulk of Phase 2 was
done in FY08. The Board’s action
means phase 3 will be done in FY09,

Auditor To Present Financial Report

Jim Ahlberg, CPA, of Ahlberg &
Co., the condo’s outside auditor, will
present the draft FYO7 audit at the
Jan. 2 Board meeting.

The audit is expected to show that
the Association ran an operating sur-
plus of around $150,000 last fiscal
year, which ended Sept. 30. This sur-
plus will offset a portion of the
$353,000 storm-related deficit that
the Association ran in FY06.

The Board boosted the FYO07

budget as part of a planned three-year
program to offset the deficit. The
FYO8 budget continues that plan. So
far this fiscal year, the condo has shown
a modest operating surplus.

The auditor will also report to the
homeowners at the annual meeting
March 26. Ahlberg & Co. specializes
in auditing condo and homeowner as-
sociations, working with more than
500 community associations in the

D.C. area.

Improvements Slated For Turf and Grounds

While the rains of the late fall have
helped the grounds recover, the con-
dition of the turf in many areas is poor.
To improve the turf the grounds con-
tractor will conduct a program of lim-
ing and over-seeding of the property.

Liming is an important part of any
turf management program and aids in
reducing the acidity in the soil caused
by rainfall, fertilization, and, to some
degree, the watering provided by the
many pets that live in the community.

The grounds contract already calls
for the liming of one-third of the
property every year, but because of
the poor condition of the turf, the
Board has approved additional funds
for liming in the remaining four
wards as well.

In addition to a comprehensive
application of lime, Lancaster Land-
scapes will also do selective seeding
in areas where grass failed to recover
from the drought.

but the prices will be locked in now.

The Board has also approved a mi-
nor modification to the hallway light-
ing scheme. The original hallway reno-
vation plans replaced the existing
third floor lights with new hanging
light fixtures over the stairs of 6-unit
apartment buildings. As a result, it is
dark in front of certain unit doors on
the third floor.

This fall the contractor installed a
test sconce light fixture in one build-
ing, which seems to alleviate the prob-
lem. These sconce fixtures will now
be installed in most of the remaining
6-unit buildings, depending on the
style of the building and the place-
ment of the electrical box and wiring
in the ceiling.

Threshold issues

Pre-renovation, the outside doors
of most apartment buildings had
thresholds with a piece of rubber down
the center to create a seal between
the door and the floor. Over time, the
rubber has come apart or been re-
moved in some buildings. The new
thresholds that were installed in phase
1 of the renovation do not have that
rubber strip, resulting in a gap between
the door and the floor. Residents have
reported that debris and cold air eas-
ily come in underneath the door.

Snow Season Is Here — It is our goal
to remove snow promptly and to meet
the following priorities:

1. Clear streets so emergency vehicles
can access the property.

2.Clear accessible areas of parking
lots, building steps, and entrance walk-
ways.

3.Clear snow from all other side-

walks.

For an average snowfall of one to four inches, crews
spend three hours clearing the streets and up to eight hours
clearing and/or treating parking lots, sidewalks, steps, and
porches. They may work throughout the night and/or early
morning hours, depending on the precipitation and length
of the storm. Sand and chemicals will also be applied
throughout the community as needed.

The areas of parking lots that are accessible with mo-
torized equipment are cleared and/or treated. However,
crews do not clear the occupied parking spaces or the
areas around vehicles. The management office has a lim-
ited number of snow shovels and residents may borrow a
shovel when one is available. If you borrow a shovel, please
return it to the office as soon as you are done with it so
that it is available to other residents.

Winter Reminders:

Outside Water Faucets — Common area faucets acces-
sible to staff have been shut off. If you haven’t already
shut off your outside faucet, do so right away. If you have
a shut off valve within your control, failure to shut off
this valve could lead to significant costs for you next
spring. If you don’t know if you have control over a shut
off valve, please call the management office.

Hoses — Disconnect all hoses from the faucets.

Winter Absence Precautions — If you're away from your
unit during cold weather, leave your heat on and set your
thermostat at 60° or higher; leave kitchen and bathroom
cabinets open.

Space Heaters — For your safety and ours, if you use a
space heater, keep the area around it clear and free of
clutter. Avoid the use of extension cords. DO NOT USE
OIL OR PROPANE HEATERS INDOORS.

Hallway Decorations — At the direction of the Board,
Management will begin inspecting hallways after January
15 to enforce the rules on hallway decorations. Any deco-
rations on doors or hallways must be hung with over-the-
door hangers, suction cups, or other methods that do not
require penetration. Nails are not permitted.

Residents who have improperly installed decorations
will be asked to remove them, and may also be charged
for any damages that have resulted to the doors or
hallways.
