Management, key committees, and the Board will be developing a condo-
wide water conservation plan as one of the priorities for the year set by Asso-

ciation President Guy Land.

Over the past five years, the condo’s water and sewer expenses have jumped
almost 50 percent, driven in large part by increases in the rates charged by
Arlington County. The county budget calls for another increase of almost 15

percent this year.

Water and sewer expenses now constitute over 10 percent of the
Association’s budget and are the largest single operating expenditure in the

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North Fairlington Quality of Life Ranks High in Survey

North Fairlington residents ex-
pressed satisfaction with the quality
of services and life in the 2008 Owner/
Resident Survey. Over 61 percent of
respondents indicated that condo fees
are reasonable for the services and
amenities provided. Fifty-one percent
felt that the current
spending priorities are
appropriate; 21 per-
cent felt they are not
appropriate and 28
percent did not regis-
ter an opinion.

More than 70 percent said that fi-
nancial information about the budget
and actual expenses are reasonably
available to residents.

More than 60 percent of the re-
sponses to questions about the admin-
istrative and maintenance staff indi-
cated a high or very high level of sat-
isfaction. Satisfaction with the Board
was rated as average or higher by 46
percent of respondents with 50 per-
cent entering no opinion.

More than 60 percent of the resi-
dents responding indicated a high or
very high level of satisfaction with the

maintenance of grounds, care of trees
and courtyard plantings and snow re-
moval. Fewer respondents (43 per-
cent) were as positive about the ap-
pearance of the turf. Satisfaction with
grounds lighting was positively rated
by 51 percent of the participants. Sat-
isfaction with trash and
recycling were rated
high or very high by
almost 80 percent of
the respondents.

Satisfaction with
maintenance of the tennis courts was
rated high or very high by 40 percent
of the responses; 49 percent of the re-
spondents had no opinion. Conve-
nience of pool hours was rated as high
or very high by 48 percent of the re-
sponses; 25 percent entered no opin-
ion.

Parking rules were rated as reason-
able by 92 percent. Currently resi-
dents can initiate towing of cars with-
out proper decals without a warning.
Residents were split about how tow-
ing should be initiated. Fifty-one per-
cent indicated that a warning should
be issued before a car is towed. But in

percent

response to another question, 57 per-
cent felt that Management should
periodically check the lots for viola-
tions and have the violators towed
(i.e., random towing).

Enforcement of the pet rules was
rated as just right by 38 percent, too
lax by 24 percent, and 36 percent had
no opinion.

The trash rules are viewed as rea-
sonable by 92 percent of the respon-
dents. Enforcement of the trash rules
was rated as just right by 54 percent
and too lax by 19 percent. Seventy-
eight percent of residents opposed
reducing the frequency of trash
pickup and 68 percent felt that once
a week recycling is sufficient.

The survey was conducted in
March. The total number of responses
was 498, and 308 of these were sub-
mitted online. The last time the sur-
vey was conducted (in 2005), there
were only 49 online responses out of
a total 492.

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Board Sets Year’s Priorities for Infrastructure Work

Continuing the renovation of the
apartment hallways, launching a bal-
cony column reinforcement project,
and renovating a swimming pool high-
light the infrastructure work plan for
the coming year agreed to by the
Board and Management at an infor-
mal work session in April.

Ongoing activities would include
the replacement of slate and flat roofs,
relining the sewer laterals, and evalu-
ating the gutter demonstration
project.

The hallway project, which was
launched last spring, is designed to be
carried out in five phases. Phase 1 was
completed last summer, and phase 2
wrapped up earlier this year. Under
the plan outlined by the Board, phase

3 (Ward 5) would begin in late sum-
mer or early fall and last approxi-
mately six months.

An outside engineer has conducted
an inspection of all the balcony sup-
port columns and has recommended
that they either be replaced or rein-
forced. Because of corrosion due to
moisture inside the columns, they no
longer meet code and need to be
strengthened. The engineer has
pointed out, however, that the bal-
conies are not unsafe.

The Board will consider an RFP for
the balcony reinforcement contract
later this year, with actual work ex-
pected to begin next spring. The
project is expected to take two or
three years and cost $1.5-2 million.

After deferring action for several
years, the Board plans to begin the
multi-year schedule of renovating the
pools. The pool contractor has
warned that the pools have reached
their life expectancy, are beginning to
deteriorate, and are at risk of suffer-
ing major structure failures that could
render them unusable.

The work would not begin until
after the pool season and would take
advantage of lower prices that are
available during the off-season.

Major infrastructure projects are
paid for from reserves, and the Board
has been increasing the annual con-
tribution to reserves to reflect the in-
creasing costs of maintaining an ag-
ing property.

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Fairlington’s Changing Demographics

If you think you’ve been seeing a
lot more families with young children
in North Fairlington, then informal
results from March’s survey confirm
your impression. Almost a fourth of
Fairlington’s residents are under age
18, with most of them clustered un-
der age 5.

This is a dramatic departure from
the early days of Fairlington, when the
condo was informally known as a
“singles” community, there were very
few families with children, and the
overwhelming majority of residents
were under 35.

In 1978 residents responded to a
similar survey. With the caveat that
the age categories were slightly differ-
ent and participation in the survey
may not have been uniform across all
age groups, comparing the two surveys
allows us to observe the dramatic
changes in North Fairlington’s demo-
graphics over the past 30 years.

Fairlington is getting both younger
and older, as the number of families
with young children grows, while

High Grass in
Fairlington

Many of you may have observed
that the grass this spring was allowed
to grow for a longer period prior to
the first mowing. This was done to
stimulate root growth and germina-
tion of the over seeding that was ap-
plied in March. This practice should
nurture healthier and stronger turf
during the summer months.

Newly installed plants and sod
need added care during the growing
and summer periods. They need fre-
quent watering to protect the surface
roots. Established plants require a
good soaking about once a week.
Neither the grounds contractor nor
Management water the common ar-
eas.

If there’s anything you don’t understand in all these
documents, please contact the management office. We'll
be glad to clarify any confusing language or give you other
materials that answer your questions.

Stay well informed to avoid rules violations and mis-
understandings.

The Homeowner Forum: All Association Board meet-
ings are open meetings and residents are encouraged to
attend and observe this business meeting each month. At
each meeting, the Homeowner Forum tops the agenda.
Time is provided for residents to address the Board re-
garding matters that are not already on the agenda. Here
are a few tips for participating:

1. Put it in writing. Put your question or opinion in
writing (email or letter) and deliver it to the manage-
ment office the week before the meeting to allow the
Board time to consider your concern prior to the meet-
ing. This isn’t mandatory, but it helps you and the Board.
Some issues may require a little research by the manager
to assist the Board in being prepared.

2. Plan your remarks to be less than five minutes.
Board members enjoy hearing from residents; however,
the meeting agenda is always very full. The five-minute
limit ensures that all business gets conducted. If your con-
cern requires more time, please summarize it in five min-
utes, and the Board will add it to the agenda for the next
meeting.

3. Don’t expect an immediate response. All issues re-
quire discussion and sometimes a vote. Occasionally an
immediate answer is possible, but the matter may be car-
ried to the next meeting.

4. If you need general information, call the manager.
Residents seeking general information and updates should
contact the management office.

overall budget. In FYO7, the condo
spent over $615,000 on water and
sewer fees.

“Reducing Fairlington’s water con-
sumption, by the Association and by
individual residents, is not only envi-
ronmentally responsible; it also con-
tributes to the condo’s bottom line in
savings on condo fees,” said Land.

The Go Green Committee has
identified this as one of their major
projects for the year, and the Build-
ings & Grounds Committee has al-
ready moved to install more drought-
resistant plants as a way of reducing
water usage.

Staff from the Arlington County
water stewardship office met with both
committees in February to outline
additional steps the community could
take to reduce its water consumption.

Actions to be considered during
the development phase include poten-
tial water usage audits, a water con-
servation education campaign, the
distribution of low-water plumbing
fixtures, and the possibility of indi-
vidual unit metering.

Water conservation is also a major
component of Arlington County’s
Fresh AIRE initiative.
